Finding 1 more and 1 less
Use this link to open the splat number square.

Choose a colour and then select any number. 
Highlight the number that is one more and one less. For example, if you chose 32, 33 would be one more and 31 would be one less.
Remember that if you’re finding one more than a tens number (10,20,30,40...) you need to go down to the beginning of the next row.
You could practise writing the number sentence too e.g. 30 + 1 = 31, 30 – 1 = 29

Challenge:
Look away from the number square. Practise finding one more/less without looking, then check if you’re right.
For an extra challenge see if you can find two more/less without looking.

Finding 10 more and 10 less
We’re using the splat number square again today.

Start off by counting in 10s on the number square.

Practise finding 10 more and 10 less than the tens numbers
When we find ten more, we go down to the next row. For ten less we go up to the row before. Ten less than 40 is 30, ten more than 40 is 50.
Choose any number on the number square now. In the same way (going down for ten more, up for less) practise finding ten more and ten less than any number.
Write some of your number sentences down e.g. 23 + 10 =33
Challenge:
Can you find twenty more/less than any number?
What is the same/different than finding ten more/less.
