RAPID COVID-19 TESTS NOW AVAILABLE FOR HOUSEHOLDS WITH CHILDREN OF SCHOOL AGE

Whole families and households with primary school, secondary school and college age children,
including childcare and support bubbles, are now able to test themselves twice every week from home.

Rapid testing detects cases quickly —in under 30 minutes—meaning positive cases canisolate
immediately. This can be the difference between children being able to stayin school, ora class being
senthome due to an outbreak. It could also be the difference between a workplace havingto close fora
period, or being able to stay openand running.

How do| get home testing kits?

There are 3 differentoptions on how you and yourhousehold can get tested: 1. Order kits to test your
household by visiting https://www.gov.uk/order-coronavirus-rapid-lateral-flow-tests 2. Find a local site
to gettested at by visiting https://maps.test-and-trace.nhs.uk/find-covid-19-rapid-test-sites and
enteringyour postcode to find your nearest testing site 3. Find a local site where you can collecttests by
visiting https://find-covid-19-rapid-test-sites.maps.test-and-trace.nhs.uk/ and entering your postcode to
find your nearest collection site.

Please do not contact the school for home testingkits as they are only available by these 3options. We
do not hold any testingkits on school premises for ourfamilies.
